                                                      Secretary’s Report

Dear  fellow members

I welcome you to the first AGM of the  Executive Committee which took over in the   year 2011 in my second term as Secretary. Firstly I would like to pay homage to our members namely Sri Kalika Prasad, Sri DS Tandon, Sri RN Seth & Sri JN Bajpai who passed away. Out of the four Sri DS Tandon & Sri JN Bajpai were very active till their end. Their passing away has left a vacuum which would be hard to fill
I’m happy to announce that attendance at our regular Tuesday/ Friday pairs has been decent and is more than projected in the budget. We have been using Bridgemates for scoring the events regularly and it has become a habit. Playing Computer dealt deals on last Tuesday/ Friday of the month had to be suspended as  a few players were not showing confidence in it. We must play computer dealt deals as they are the future in India and secretary has nothing to gain from it. The duplicate teams event has been held regularly but mainly only once a month though it was decided last year to hold it twice a month. The BFI tournament schedule has been the reason for holding it only once a month. We would like to regularise the twice a month schedule. Our decision to support two teams for UP State championship paid dividends as two teams from Lucknow took part in the state championship at Singrauli and one of them bagged runners up place in the BAM event.
Other than our regular pair contests  two annual events -DN Rastogi Memorial bridge tournament sponsored by Sri BN Rastogi  at Lucknow Club  and BP Halwasiya Memorial bridge tournament sponsored by Sri Sudhir Halwasiya at MB Club - took place under auspices of LBA. Geological Survey of India  this year didnt hold its own tournament at Lucknow. We also organized WBF’s World Wide Bridge Contest at Lucknow. 
Though full teams from Lucknow had hardly took part in out of Lucknow tournaments, the Lucknow players continued to shine. The foremost being Sri AK Sinha’s team reaching Semi Finals of Poddar National Masters at Kolkata and Sri GN Mehrotra and Sri Kamal Agarwal bagging 4th position worldwide in the WWBC held on Saturday June 2, 2012. Sri RA Siddiqui finished 5th in the IMP pairs in Summer Nationals at Goa. Sri TP Khare & Sri RA Siddiqui were  part of the team which qualified by topping swiss league in the Shree Cement tourney at Jaipur. Their team also qualified for round of 24 in the Ruia Gold event at Winter Nationals at Chennai where AK Sinha’s team also qualified. They along with NC Bhattacharya also qualified in the GM Modi memorial at Nainital where Mukul Gupta & SA Abbasi ‘s team and Shantanu Rastogi’s team also qualified  to the knock out round of 8. They also did very well in the Chandigarh tourney. TP Khare also played in the Holkar pairs finals at  Winter Nationals at Chennai. AK Sinha’s team finished runners up in the Benares Club tourney at Varanasi. AK Sinha & BN Rastogi finished 8th in the Rama Jain event at Delhi. BN Rastogi & AK Sinha also won state championship and finished second in the pairs event at Singrauli.
The financial health of the association is stable. We have good amount of fixed deposits to bank on.  Since 2010-2011 we are using interest from the one of the bigger Fixed Deposit to make up the shortfall of about Rs 15000/-. Our accounts show some savings but that is due to non acceptance of electricity bill by Lucknow club last year and one time gains like chairs sold and hall hiring. We are making an effort to uplift the hall premises by going for its whitewashing this year and have budgeted Rs 30000  for the same which would entirely take away our savings for past two years. We also made repairs to wall which fell due to storm and Rs 12000 spend on it is being adjusted against our payments to Lucknow Club.
We have also got renewel of our association’s registration with Registrar of Society, UP from 2011 to 2016.
Last but not least I would like to thank  Sri B Prasad, our President, for his guidance and Sri Kamal Agarwal, Sri JS Kaul, Sri TP Khare, Sri Vimal & Sri Ram Prasad (chowkidar) for their help in carrying out various activities. I am also thankful to all the members for their cooperation and support in running our activities.
