I welcome you to the AGM. In this report I present overview of yearly activities. The details are as follows:
Tournaments

Following tournaments were held under the auspices of Bridge Association (U.P.) –

1. DN Rastogi Memorial Invitational Tournament at Lucknow 2011
2. 41st UP State Championship at Singrauli 2011
3. 26th Seth Sriniwas Lohia Memorial Bridge Tournament at Kanpur 2012
4. All India Benaras Club Bridge Tournament at Varanasi 2012
5. Invitational Tournament at Meerut 2011, 2012

Individual Achievements
Our players take part in most of the major tournaments in North India. The best performances came in National Masters 2011 at Kolkata where a team ,which had Kr Vijayanand Singh, Pradeep Singh & AK Sinha, reached Semi Finals and in Worldwide Bridge Contest Saturday June 2,2012 session where GN Mehrotra & Kamal Agarwal from Lucknow finished worldwide  4th. In the Winter Nationals 2011 at Chennai a team which had RA Siddiqui, TP Khare & Late S Lahiri qualified for round of 16. In the Summer National 2012 at Goa  a team ,which had Kr Vijayanand Singh &  Pradeep Singh, reached Quarter Finals. In all India Tournament UP teams did well at GM Modi Memorial 2011 at Nainital where as many as 3 teams reached Quarter Finals and a team ,which had Kr Vijayanand Singh & Pradeep Singh, eventually lost in Finals. At Shree Cement 2011 at Jaipur where a team , which had RA Siddiqui, TP Khare & Late S Lahiri, topped Swiss league. Two teams from Allahabad qualified for Quarter Finals of All India Benaras Club 2012 at Varanasi.  
VK Chaube Trophy

 A new trophy ,apart from running trophies in the State Championship, for highest masterpoint gainer in the calendar year has been introduced. The kind donor has been Sri VK Chaube family from Lucknow. The winner gets the trophy and Rs 5000/-. The runners up and third position holders get Rs 3000/- and Rs 2000/-.The 2010 winner was AK Sinha of Lucknow. The 2011 winner is Pradeep Singh of Varanasi.
Finances

The association’s finances are adequate. Two  FDs were made for principal amount Rs 175000 which would mature in 2013 for approx Rs 220000/-. The association has also registered under rule 12 A (a) of Income tax act  and hence tax would not be deducted at source from association’s FDs.
